Photo © Kelly Shipp Photography 

http://www.ozarkpca.org


 

Presidentõs Corner

 The Ozark Region Porsche Club board members held a 

meeting on August 1st to discuss several topics and on going busi-

ness. 

 

1. First order of business was our membership, we are currently up to 

120 members, the largest number in club history. When I contact 

new members they attribute it to three sources: 

    a. Club members communicating with other Porsche owners and 

telling them the Ozark Region exists. 

    b. Our website that folks just arbitrarily surf. I get a lot of compli-

ments of the fine job Kelly Shipp has done with the website. 

    c. Our fund raiser cookouts for the SCCA. We have recruited sev-

eral new members from our being at the auto cross each month. 

 

2. Club finances, our club is in the best financial condition ever. We 

currently have just over $5000 in our account and all bills have been 

paid. Several factors have contributed this. 

    a. Several years ago we stopped mailing out the news letter and 

instead have posted it on our website; www.ozarkpca.org This has 

saved our club over $125 per month and has allowed us to lower our 

cost to those who advertise with us. 

    b. Membership enrollment, going from 80 members in 2008 to 120 

has increased our subsidy payment that we receive from PCA na-

tional. 

    c. Expenses, the club doesn't have many expenses, we probably 

spend about $1500 a year on door prizes, charity donations, events, 

board memberôs reimbursements and the website. 

 

3. Club "Name Tags" is something the board has wanted to do for 

several years and we haven't had the funds to do it, but now we do.  

Club members Kelly Shipp and Geoff Riordan have agreed to take 

on the task of designing club name tags for each member and their 

family. We estimate the cost to be around $600, including postage to 

mail them out to our members. We will be calling each of you to find 

out how many of your family members you want to have a name tag 

for and the correct spelling of their names. 

 

4. Membership Appreciation events. Now that we have some extra 

funds, the board decided to have more events and activities to pro-

vide our membership ways to increase attendance and share the 

benefits that the club is experiencing. An example is like the free 

meal deal like we had August 15th and 16th at the SCCA two day 

auto cross and the social party we had at the Underground Pub last 

March. 

 

5. Club officers elections: The club is always looking for members to 

step up and volunteer for the many positions that are available. This 

is our club and we all need to participate. Many of you have already 

served in one capacity or another but there are many of us who need 

to take their turn and serve.  Please consider doing your part when 

your schedule allows. 

 

6. Activities. With July having been so rainy and the heat index be-

ing so high in August, the board decided to try and make up for the 

lack of fun runs, so in September and October and as long as the 

weather allows, we hope to play catch up by offering as many fun
