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 The December Porsche of the Month belongs to Ron Mott. 

Here is his story about ñPenelopeò, his 1974 914-6 GT conversion. 

 

 Way back in the mid 1990ôs I lived a mile or so south of 

San Francisco and hadnôt thought about a Porsche since the early 

70ôs when a good friend of mine had an early 914.  He and I were in 

South Carolina at the time and while in school, we took as many op-

portunities to go driving as we possibly could.  North Carolina was a 

few hours away and we were more than happy to drive up there and 

find the curviest roads his Porsche and my Opel GT could handle. 

After that, school and careers happened and I didnôt return to seri-

ously thinking about a sports car until we got together again in the 

summer of 1995.  I drove his race-prepared 911 one weekend during 

a visit to his home in Virginia. There was a vintage car race that 

weekend at Summit point not far away from where he lived.  Natu-

rally we went to the race, where we saw Brian Redmond and Derek 

Bell sitting and talking next to the 956 and 962 they were driving that 

day. What an introduction to the Porsche race cars! 

 

 After the trip was done and Iôd put days behind the wheel of 

his well prepared 911, I was completely addicted to the car. So I 

asked him if he knew where another good car was that could be ap-

proached by a complete Porsche neophyte.  Turned out he knew ex-

actly where a well built 914 GT conversion was that even had a 2.7L 

motor in it that used to be his. The conversion hadnôt been completed 

yet and the previous ownerôs wife was about to have a baby. I had a 

window-of-opportunity because his wife had the impression that he 

had too many cars.  Apparently thatôs a problem. I did get a look in 

his San Francisco garage and she was right, he had one too many. 

 

 His only stipulation was that the deal included several trunk 

lids, various other body and mechanical parts, and a complete spare 

engine. I didnôt have to pay extra for them but I had to get them out 

of his garage. Reluctantly, I agreed. Darn the luck.  I took the car 

(and parts) home a couple of days later.  Now, a little about Pene-

lope, and then weôll move on to the important stuff. 

 

Most all of you who are interested in this car know all about her al-

ready. Sheôs a 914-6 GT conversion. That means she started out life 

a signal-orange, air conditioned, 2.0 liter, 4 cylinder 914 in 1974. In 

fact that was one of the later cars and Porsche only made them for a 

couple of more years.  Since then a few changes have been made to 

make the car safer, and faster, and handle better.  There have been 

two six-cylinder motors after the original one, which I never laid 

eyes on.  When I bought her she had a 1975 2.7 liter engine built to 

Bruce Andersonôs specôs, per his Porsche 911 Performance Hand-

book.  

 

 After running that motor for some years, I decided more 

horsepower would be nice. So I kept my eyes open for another power

-plant that would suit me. For those of you that donôt know, any 911 

motor up to and including the 1998 993 will fit into a 914.  Several 

years later, the friend I mentioned earlier and I went to a Driverôs Ed 

(DE) at Mid-Ohio Racetrack, he in his 911 and I in my 914.  After 

driving around that fantastic track a few times, he decided that that a 

2.7 would be a better fit into the track-only 911 he was building back 

in Virginia, and put him into a class he would be competitive in. 

 

 Turns out he had already bought a 1995 993 engine that was 

sitting on a pallet at his home waiting to be installed. I wanted his 

and he wanted mine, so I figured that it would take a couple of days
